Due to the absence of Mayor Nay, the City Council must appoint a Pro-Tem Mayor.

Council Member Buchanan made the motion to appoint Council Member Larry Jensen as the Pro-Tem Mayor for the Council Meeting held on Wednesday, September 7, 2011.  Council Member 
B. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen and Powell.
Proposed Approval of New Library Board Member – Council Member Brian Jensen
Council Member B. Jensen informed the Library Board had met recently.  They had proposed and approved the name of Ilse Stringham as the newest Library Board Member, and wanted to make the Council aware of this.  She had helped with different library events, and they were excited to have her help.

Proposed Approval of Hospital Board Member Reappointment, Sara Donaldson

Council Member Powell affirmed the Council was in agreement to reappoint Sara Donaldson for another 
4-year term on the Gunnison Valley Hospital Board.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the appointment of Sara Donaldson to the Gunnison Valley Hospital Board for another 4-year term.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, 

B. Jensen, L. Jensen and Powell.

Discuss Completion of Road Improvements on Newly Developed Lots and other Zoning Issues-Council Member Steven Buchanan, Zoning Administrator Rod Taylor

Council Member Buchanan and Zoning Administrator Taylor commented there had been some new homes built that based on the issues of their zoning permits, the requirements included paving their own roads.  These requirements have not been met.  It was recommended these citizens receive a letter reminding them of these requirements before any further action is taken.  Council Member Buchanan mentioned the City would be having Staker Parsons in the City in the next little while, and they may want to contract with them to get theirs done at the same time.  Letters will be sent to Andy Hill, Jorgan Jensen and Kasey Peterson. 
7:08 p.m. Council Member Jeremy Pickett and Public Works Supervisor Donald Childs arrived
Recorder Braithwaite questioned Chief Halliday what protocol he would like to follow on the complaints for citizens yards.  He suggested the City continue on with what has been done in the past.  He would like to have letters sent to them from the City to remind them of the Nuisance Ordinance.  It was recommended the City sponsor a fall cleanup to help the citizens and get White’s Sanitation to bring the dumpsters over in
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 October.  For some of the citizens it may require a personal visit.  Chief Halliday would be willing to help 
with this.  Gunnison 2nd Ward will be doing their service project on October 8, 2011, and would be willing to help with those that  need cleaning up.
7:20 p.m.  Eric Probasco arrived
Administrator Taylor noted the Mayor will be setting up a meeting with Fieldstone Academy in regards to their noncompliance with the issues agreed upon for their Conditional Use Permit.  There were a few items in question in which the City will be meeting with Chris at Fieldstone to discuss and get cleared up. Administrator Taylor recommended Council Member B. Jensen attend this meeting along with him and Mayor Nay.
Discuss Flood Damage Reparations

Council Member Buchanan reported he had been to a meeting with the County regarding NRCS and the proposed appropriated funds.  He reported there is $500,000 available to be split amongst the communities in the County according to their damage.  It had been determined Gunnison City would receive 43% of the $500,000.  This should total around $215,000 to help with the projects the City has.
7:24 p.m. Jordan Stewart and Ryan Thompson arrived

The City will be able to use in kind as a match for the 25% the City will be responsible for.  The City will have 10 days to sign a contract with the County after the County adopts it.  Brody Keisel from the County will be getting the City the contract to sign, however, the City needs to approve it also.  The percentage of the money to go to each area was determined by engineering and NRCS actually making onsite visits.
Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the County Emergency Priorities Contract where 43% of the NRCS money of $500,000 was awarded to Gunnison City.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 24, 2011, Open Session

Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 24, 2011, Open Session.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell with Council Member B. Jensen abstaining as he was absent from that meeting.

Future Items to be Listed on Agenda
Waterline:  Council Member Buchanan stated the new line had been blue staked .  David Madsen would be starting this on Center Street cutting the asphalt up to 100 East replacing the water line to replace the transite line.  Then go up to 200 East turning at that time going to the Correctional Facility.  This will be started as soon as he finishes the project he is working on which is the first priority at this time to clear the silt in the river caused by the  flood.

Recreation:  Council Member Pickett noted the Recreation Board had just met, however, they did not have a quorum so they could not vote on the items needed.

Business Association:  Council Member L. Jensen informed the Council the Business Association would be putting a spook alley together underneath the bridge by the dragon and going east.  There would be a section for younger children and one for the older group also.  Several clubs from the school would be helping with this.  He also noted the light parade would be held on Saturday, November 26, 2011.  The route for the light parade was discussed with Chief Halliday for traffic and safety concerns.
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Jewish Days:  Recorder Braithwaite reminded each Council Member they were invited to attend the Jewish Days celebration to be held on Saturday, September 10, 2011, in Gunnison.  The agenda was handed to each Council Member, and informed there would be people from all over the country attending.  This would be the 100 year celebration of the Jewish Farmers settling of Clarion, Utah.  
Business:  Recorder Braithwaite reported there was a mobile taco stand requesting to come to Gunnison City by the park.  Council Member B. Jensen stated the City’s code was very strict in the regulations for this type of business.  All of the food would need to be cooked at the site, etc.  Administrator Taylor stated they would not be able to put it on City property, but were welcome to have their business on private property as long as they complied with the City’s Ordinances and conditions.
Sterling Scholar:  Recorder Braithwaite requested the approval of the Council to have Kelsey Hatch from the high school come and help in the office an hour a day 2-3 days a week so she could put this experience in her Sterling Scholar portfolio.  After some discussion, the Council agreed upon this.  

City Website:  Recorder Braithwaite requested Council Member Powell turn in some names of those students who would be willing to learn the City website and help keep it updated.  This usually benefits those who are  needing to put together a Sterling Scholar portfolio.  He will research this.

Sports Booster:  The Council unanimously approved to be a sports booster for a cost of $70.00 with the Sanpete Messenger.  This would include all of the sports throughout the year.  The Council Members were also reminded of the tail-gate party to be held at the football field 5:30 p.m. Friday before the Gunnison vs. Manti game.  The student bus and car train will then follow the team up to Manti.
Council Member Pickett requested a copy of the Complex Maintenance Agreement for the baseball fields.
